NOT EVERYONE STOPPED AT ELLIS

Oonly steerage passenders were
processed on Ellis Island. The first
and second classes disembarked at the
ocean liner’s dock, then the stserage
clags was taken by ferry to Ellis
Island, but not just those who
weren’t being met by someone or had
financial backing. The entire
steerage clags was taken to Ellis
Ieland.

Beginning about 1503, the passenger
arrival 1lists began to include a
supplemental section for those
detained on Ellis Island. Mewy
immigrante wexre dJdetained for short
periods of time at the port of
arrival until relatives came to claim
them. These lists of detainees, or
Record of Detained Aliens, that have
survived were microfilwmed with their
corresponding passenger lists at the
end of the lists of arrivals. These
contain the name of each detainese,
the canse for the detention, and the
date and time of discharge. The
number of meals the detainee wazs fed
during detention was alsc recorded.
If the émigré was deported before
being released from the Ilmmigrant
receiving station, these records
Btated the reason and the date
deported.

Be sure to check subeequent passenger
ligts and indexes for aliens who were
deported but may have re-entered the
country at a future date when they
might have been able to pass
ingpection. Ancther common way for
aliense to re-immigrate was to save
enough money and re-enter as a first
or second class passenger, who
underwent less stringent exams aboard
ship, and as mentioned, did not have
to undergo the processing at Ellis
Island.

He Bsaid "Northeast Misgouri was
settled by people from Kentucky and
basically Kentucky was settled by
only three nationalities—the
Scottish, the English and the
Germans"

Many of the Scots moved along the
Dhio River and up the Mississippi to
settle first in Northeast Missouril
river towns, such as Hannibal before
moving inland.

Burch himaself is of Scottish lineage.
His ancestors came from the St. Clair
family, some of whom later changed
their names to Sinclair.

"There are a lot of them in Northeast
Miegouri, especially in Scotland
County” he gaid.

v21]l of the st. Clairs and all the
Sinclairs descended from the same
person. There wee a lot of arguments
betwean Protestantism and
Catholiciem, and some of the St.
Clairs decided that the work "Saint®
sounded too much like the church. So
they made theirs Sinclair.....

STATUE OF LIBERTY ITEMS FOR SALE
TO THE HIGHEST BIDDER

Artifacts removed from the Statue of
Liberty during its recent renovation
are now for sale on eBay. The items
up for bid include eighteen 10-inch
pieces of Lady Liberty’s original
inner framework, so-called splice
bars, used to comnnect metal beams
ingide Alexandre Gustave Eiffel's
gift to the American people, which
was erected in 1886. The auction also
includeg 25 original bricks salvaged
from a rencvation of the Great Hall
on Ellis Island, the immlgration
center’s main proceesing building,
built in 1816.

The items are being auctioned by Gold
Leaf Corp. of Fayetteville, Temn., a
company headed by investor and
philanthropist John Stocks that was
awarded a contract to remove iteme
extracted during the renovation from
Liberty Island. These items were
"just piled in a heap and they were
getting ready to throw it in the
water and John eaid, ‘Wait, wait,
wait, waitli?*’ said Gold DLeaf
gpokesman, Carl Malek.

Prices for thase almost-discarded
items start at $25,000 for one brick.

A TRIP THROUGH THE MOUMTAIME
From the
Memphis Reveille
January 4, 1900

On December 7 I started to see some
of the western hills. Crossing the
Columbia river about three o‘clock in
the evening I started to climb the
eastern glope of the Kettle Falls
range. I rode for four hours when I
came to an open place in the forest
where stood a long log house with the
sign over the door, "Freightersg Ion."
on riding up to the door three large,
friendly looking dogs came out and
showed their friendliness by snapping
at my horse's heels and barking. The
landlord came to the door, ordered
the astable boy to take charge of my
horsge and then cordially invited me
in.

The reception room was probably
thirty feet long by fifteen wide,
with one end piled full of trunks,
boxes and bedding, for in this
country every traveling man carries
his own bedding with him. There wers
twenty or thirty men stopping there
for the night. When supper was
announced all made a rush for the



table. After supper the hoat brought
out a two gallon can of smcking
tobacco and invited all to smoke. At
nine o‘clock the can was empty and
all retired for the night.

After leaving in the morning I
continued to ¢limb until I reached an
elevation of 10,000 feet where I
could see over a vast amount of
territory. At four o‘clock Friday
evening I rode into Republic. This ie
cuite an active mining camp. The mail
ig carried from Grand Fork, B.C., to
Republic by stage. The oputfit
consiste of a fine, large Concord
coach drawn by six large black horses
and makes a fine sight for one not
used to seeing such things. After
etaying in Republic Priday night I
started £for Toroda City, another
lively mining camp. The route lay
through the dense forest with nothing
but a trail to travel over. While
leading my horse along the edge of a
deep canyon, I heard some very
strange noises and on looking over
the edge I could see two large
cougars fighting over a deer carcass
but I was in such a hurry just then
that I didn't atop long te watch
them. I reached Torado about sundown.
My accommodatione for the night was
cedar boughs for a bed, candles for a
light and nothing but venison for
supper.

When I left the next morning the snow
was falling =so thick that I could
hardly see the trail. I traveled
until noon and then found that I had
missed the trail. I wandered around
for sometime and then concluded that
I had best follow my tracks back
before they were covered up with
gsnow. Luckily for me I met agome
miners whe were going to the game
place I was. I traveled with them
until ten o’clock at night when we
reached Bolster.

The storekeeper informed me that the
mine to which I wanted to go was four
miles up the mountain. I started out
the next morning and traveled until
noon when I reached an elevation of
12,000 feet from which place I could
look off to the west and see the snow
covered peaks of the Cascades. The
B.C. line is only about two miles
from Rolster.

The “Buck Horm" mine in which I work
is eituated on the wvery top of the
mountain. The shaft is seventy five
feet deep and they =ay it carries
free gold but the only thing I have
yet seen iz hard, black rock.

Love and loyally seem to have
been the animating motive in all the
asgpociations and contacts in the life
of Miss Thompson:. Her love and
loyalty to her parents wag beautiful
and inspiring and was but a fitting
compliment to the unmeasured love
which they pored into her life.

She was laid to rest in the
Black Oak cemetery beside her father
and mother.

Miass Thompson was always
interested in education. Several
times Granger tried to vote bonds for
a larger building. Each time the
motion was defeated Miss Thompson
calmly remarked to friends, "Someday
Granger will have a new building."
Her friends thought little of these
remarks until her will disclosed the
fact that she had willed the @ranger
school 510,000.

Miss Thompson'’s wmain hebby was
piecing quilts and fancy embroidery
work. At her sale over 100 faucy
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mquilts were sold. Her beat loved poem
was Tennyson's "Crossing the Bar."

JUNIOR EBELITE CLURB

EARLY HISTORY OF GRANGER

The first decided location of
Granger was 4% miles north of the
present location near where Claude
Selby lives now. a rallroad
foundation was in preparation, but on
account of connections it was moved
south to the present location.

Q.8. Jones, grandfather of A.C.
Jonee, sold the land where Granger is
now located to F.J. Miller who
erected first store building in 1871;
it iz etill standing and is known as
the Corner Cafe operated by Wayne
Billups. Originally, it was a two
story building, size 22 x 40 ft; it
has since had an addition built on.

The first name anticipated for
the town was Jonesaville, but Mr. 0.8.
Joneg objected. Later it was named
Granger in honor of the Granges or
farmer organizations which were
popular throughout the country at
that time.

In 1875, Henry Strickler built
the first hotel which stood where the
post office now gtands.

The K. and W. railroad went
through in 1871. F.J. Miller wasg the
first ticket agent who gold tickets
and collected freight bills. The
ticket office and post office were
both located in Mr. Miller’'s store
building.

The hlacksmith shop wasg started
by ¥rank Smith on the lots wbere Jim
Harvey now lives. This shop wag later
5o0ld to Silas Fairchild.

The first doctor in town was
Dr. Miller, who roomed with his
brother F.J. Miller. The second
doctor that moved to town was Dr.
Glover who erected the building where
the telephone supplies are now kept.
He used the back part of this
building for a dwelling. The next
doctor wae Dr. Davis, who lived in
the house where John Pruett now
lives. He was doctor, served as
postmaster, and owned a stock of
drugs, occupying the building where
E.A. Lalone's harness shop is.

The first depot was erected
east of the present depot, south of
the old Pryor Hotel. The Pryor Hotel
was located hetwsen Lalone‘s harness
shop and the railroad. The depot
agent was Mr. Wells, the father of
Hazel HWells whom most of you
remember. The first section foreman
was Ollie Colestadt. The old Pryor

Hotel was built by Tim Pryor, Jeff

Pryor’s father.

The next store was started by
William Dowell. This building was on
the ground where the Selby Produce
now it. It is now used by Salem
McClellan for a dwelling.

The Forest Hardware Store was
built by Dr. Sam Linn, lecated on the
ground where the I.0.0.F. Hall 1is
now. He also built part of the
dwelling known as the Matlick
property. The Hardware Store changed
from Sam Linn to Thompson Bros. next
to Jones Bros. and from Jones Bros.
to Seth Farwell and Rdams2. It is now
owned by Frank Farwell.

A harnees shop was built by
McCurdy. It is owned at present by
Mr. Schnieder, and used as a town
hall.

The Frazey Hotel was built on
the lot where Paul Foster conducts a
store. It was purchased by Gussie
Pryor and Charlie Pryor and moved
acrose the track, where the present
hotel is npow located.

The estore room of the Prazey
Hotel was occupied by John Spillman,
who rune a general store, which was
later inherited hy hie nephew, John
Spiliman. This stock was then sold to
Bud Matlick, who also bought the
Dowell store.

The first carpenter in town was
Henry Hellemstofer, who was a German
builder and contractor. He erected
the residence known as the Polk
Dochterman property.

The first grain buyer was
George Washington Shacklett who had a
little office and scales near where
the Lalone harmess shop is. Thia was
later sold to Dowell and Bowner. The
scales was moved where the stock
scales now is and the Lalone building
wag erected where the office formerly
stood.

HISTORY OF GRANGER SCHOOL

Granger district has maintained
a public echool for 62 years. In 1873
the first school house in the
district was built on what was then
known as the McKey land where Russell
Webster now lives. It was a one room
frame building. W.L. Campbell was the
firet teacher. In 1875 this building
burned to the ground.



In 1876, a second building was
erected in Granger on the same site
where the present building stands; it
was also a one room building about
18x24 ft. The first teacher in thig
building was a one arm man names
Hale.

The achool directors serving at

this time were: John Sparks, Jchkn
Johnson and Frank Smith.
After a few years, Granger

outgrew this one room building and it
wad s0ld to Richard Lewis who moved
it down town and used it for a store
building until 1929 when it was torn

down and made into a barn near
Memphis.
the I.0.0.F. lodge and the

district together built the third
school building. It wasg a two Btory
building. The first story contained
two large rooms which were used for
school; the upper story was used for
a lodge hall. The district later
bought the upper hall from the lodge
and fixed it into school rooms. The
carpenter work was done by W.K.
Swmith. It was here that a two year
high school was started. This
building served Granger az a school
until March 21, 1913 when it was
destroyed by fire.

After thisg fire, Cranger
consclidated with rural districts and
a fourth of the present brick
building was erected. The members of
the beoard serving at the time the
present brick building was built
were: D.D. Johnson, President, W.B.
Evans, C(Clerk. W.K.A. 3Smith, A.C.
Jones, A.W. Kennett, Dr. Statler.

In 1920 Granger became a first
class high school with four years of
approved work. W.A. Burton Wwas
superintendent,

In 1927 Mary M. Thompson who
wae alwaye a faithful and interested
member in our scheool, died leaving
510,000 to build a new building.

In 18934, this money wasa
collected and with the aid of the
federal and atate governments a new

building consisting of gymnasium,
gtage, class-rooms, and lower rooms
was begun.

It was completed in September
1935.

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CIVIL WAR VETERAN TO BE BURIED AT MEMPHIS ON MAY 28, 2005

On May 28, 2005, the cremains of Cpl John Peyton Byrne will be buried at the Memphis
Cemetery east of Memphis, Scotland Co., MO. Byrne, a Civil War veteran whose family came to
Missouri in the 1850s from the area of Virginia that later became West Virginia, died in Calif-
ornia in 1920. He was cremated, but for some unknown reason his remains were never interred.
The sealed urn containing his cremains spent the next 83 years stored on the shelf of a mausoleum
at a cemetery in Sacramento, CA.

In 2003, Scotland Co. Genealogical Society member Margaret Gordon traveled to California
looking for information on her Byme family ancestors. One of her quests was to find the burial
place of her great-great-great uncle, Yohn Peyton Byme. That search took her to Sacramento, his
last known residence. It was there that she made the surprising discovery of the stored unclaimed
cremains.

After much deliberation, Ms. Gordon made the decision to claim the remains and return them
to Missouri to be buried in the Byrne family plot at the Memphis Cemetery. It took months of pa-
per work and red tape, but eventually the urn with the cremains of John P. Byme was sent by mail
to his great-great-great niece. The um has been stored in a secure location until the time it will be
delivered to Memphis for its final resting place. Ms. Gordon obtained a Civil War tombstone for
John P. Byrmne and also one for his brother, Lucian, whose marker was missing. The stones were
set at the cemetery this past November 2004 in a ceremony conducted by Civil War reenactors and
members of the Daughters of Union Veterans of the Civil War,

The local organization of Daughters of Union Veterans of the Civil War is assisting Ms.
Gordon with plans for the burial of Cpl. Byrne. A number of educational programs and activities
pertaining to the Civil War are planned for Friday, May 27. A wake and vigil will be held at a lo-
cal funeral home from 12 o’clock noon on Friday, May 27 until 12 o’clock noon on Saturday, May
28. On Friday evening, The Company Singers will present a program of Civil War-era music at
the Memphis Theatre. Following their program, Max and Donna Daniels will present “An Evening
with Mr. and Mrs. Lincoln at the White House—Just before they leave for Ford’s Theater.” Mr.
and Mrs. Daniels have been poriraying President and Mrs. Lincoln professionally since 1988.
Ticket information is available from Brenda DeMarce at 660-328-6250.

On Saturday, May 28, 2005, the funeral and burial of Cpl. Byme will be held. Civil War reen-
actors and members of various Civil War organizations will participate. Three of John P. Byrne’s
brothers—Harrison, Lucian, and Charles—also served in the Civil War. Harrison and Lucian
fought for the Union, but Charles returned to West Virginia and joined the Confederate forces.
Family members representing the three brathers will serve as pallbearers at the funeral and burial.

John P. Byme served in Company I of the 21 Missouri Regiment, commanded by Capt. Wil-
liam Harle. In Fanuary 1864, he was among the soldiers of the 21% Missouri who were aboard the
steamer Sir William Wallace in a convoy en route to Vicksburg, when they were attacked by Con-
federate gunfire from the Arkansas shore. Three Missourians were killed and several wounded,
including Byrme, whose wounds were so severe that he was still in a hospital when his enlistment
ended and he was honorably discharged in December 1864.

In addition to honoring the life and service of Cpl. John P. Byrne, it is hoped that this event
will help to remind and educate the public about the history of the Civil War and the need to pre-
serve historic Civil War sites, cemeteries, and battleficlds. Perhaps it will also encourage individu-
als to research their own ancestors who served during the Civil War. All activities are open to the
public. More details on this unique event can be found on the web site of the Daughters of Union
Veterans of the Civil War, at www.duvcw.org.

TYPES OF FOOD [N 18TH CENTURY ENGLAND
Meat
Meat made up a large portion of the diets of residents of
eighteenth-century England. An example of this is a meal
served to Queen Anme in 1705 - selections included were:
“Oleo, Pigeons, Sirloin of Beef roast, Venison, Chyne of
Mutton, Turkey, Snipes, Ducks, Partridge.” The con-
sumption of meat was hardly restricted to the upper
classes, however: While Queen Arme wag feasting on the
aforementioned foods, her servants had two kinds of
meat per person. Similarly, in 1721 George the First ate a
meal which included at least nine different varieties of
meat. However, unlike Queen Anne, he ate some vegeta-
bles as well ( Artichokes” and “French Beans."}

Evening meals might have contained “cold meats,

+ sWeets, fruit, and wine on ordinary occasions, a choice of

hot dishes when company was present.” “Hot” food was
generally only served when guests were visiting, and
most English often ate “cold meats” for their evening
suppet. In fact, tourists complained about the chilly tem-
perature of the victuals they were served.

The caliber of food became rather poor during the
1700s in England, as meat rose in popularity. Due to ur-
banization, large quantities of meat had to be transported
from the farms to the cities. Since the trip was by no
means short or easy, “the quality of meat was bound to
be coarse and inferior.” Adoctor who was the author of
the 1788 book The Honours of the Table warned that the -
odor of meat was such that one should keep it away from
his/her nose while eating itf
Fruit and Vegetables

Not very many English people in the eighteenth cen-
tury had fruit at all; only a very select, minuscule group
of wealthy people had access to fruit. In the 1700s the
British feared uncooked fruit. One interesting use of fruit
in eighteenth—century England was that of blackberries,
which were marketed for dying clothes such colors-as
“navy blue and indigo.*

As the 1700s were drawing to a close, “citrus fruits”
became very important to the Navy of England. The con-
sumption of them prevented scurvy. “The Admiralty de-
creed that a fixed amount of Jemon juice should be issued
daily to all sailors after their fifth or sixth week afloat,
and stood by this dedision to the tune of 1.6 million gal-
lons of it, in the period between 1795 and 1815.”

Today people warry about pesticides, but the “good
old days” may never have existed for fruits or vegetables:
in eighteenth-century England they were dirty in the first
place and vendors sometimes used saliva as a " cleanser”!

For meals, vegetables were often prepared with 2
butter/flour mixture .

Sugar

In the 1790s, the typical English individual consumed

about four kilograms of sugar each year.

Bread

At one point, eighteenth-century English bread was

thought to contain bone fragments!(A chemist eventually
proved that this was not true.) A key element of bread in
eighteenth-century British bread was alnm, which isa
bleaching ingredient that also makes bread look bigger.
Mtk

A general eighteenth-century England mule for milk:
”if it was not watered, it was probably sour." However, it
was probably digestible if taken from the cow itself
immediatsly before consumption.
Tea

In England during the 1700s, tea was “the national
drink.” "It was ruinously expensive, anything between
16s.-50s. per Ib., and the used tea leaves would be dried,
rolled, and re-sold again by the servants of the rich. This
was illegal.”
Coffee

In the eighteenth century, coffee was more popular in
Londen than in any other global location, Coffee was also
thought to increase the reproductive capabilities of men,
Dessert

Dessert was often served with wine after dinner.
Puddings were extremely popular. They sometimes
contained “Flower, Milk, Eggs, Butfer, Sugar, Suet,
Marrow, Raisins.“ They were usually cooked alongside
“meat” of some kind. Chocolate was a novelty during the
1700s in England. To be eaten, it was “stewed for hours,”
deprived of “cocoa butter,” “re-boiled with milk and
flavoring, and, just before serving, thickened with eggs.”
Daring-this pertod, the British thought chocolate worked
as a fertility drug for women! In fact “One health expert
in the eighteenth century described how, by the use of
chocolate, his wife was “brought to bed of twins, three
times.”” '
Soup

“White soup” contained “veal stock, cream and
almonds.” Occasionally, it was thickened with “rice or
white breadcrumbs.” “Pease-soup” was served in the
colder months. This addition to the entree of a meal was
comprised of “dried peas, which would be simmered in
stock or water with celery, onion, and seasoning.” Peas
were an integral part of the English diet during the
eighteenth century because people could dry them, and
thus keep them in storage for a considerable amount of
time.
Syllabub

This beverage was popular in the eighteenth century
and contained “cider or wine sweetened and flavored
with nutmeg, milk and then cream.”
Gruel

This commeon eighteenth-century British dish was
composed of “boiled oatineal._with a tittle butter.”
Interestingly, it also often contained alcoholic beverages,
especially wine, This dish was popular (especially as an
evening meal) because it helped compensate for the lack

of central heating in drafty houses.

OTHER NEWSPAPERS

Scotland County's first newspaper was
established 84 years ago, according
to the history of Scotland county.
published in 18B7, which says:

*The first newspaper published in
Scotland county was the Memphis
Journal, the first number of which
was issued on the 5™ of August, 1855
by A.J. Laurence & Co. It was a 7-
col-umn paper, printed on a sheet
22x32 inches in 8ize. This company
continued its publi-cation nearly a
vear, then Charles Mety became ite
owner; in the fall of 185¢ he scld it
to Martin & Allen; they con-tinued
its publigation until the summer of
1889, when they discontinued it and
moved their press to Harrigon county,
Miesouri.

The next paper published in the
county was the Memphis National
Democrat, which was established in
1859 by Rufus Summerlin, who
continued to publish it with some
interruptions, until the close of the
war, when hie press was purchased by
the first publishers of The Reveille,
which wae established Sept. 9, 186%,
by Lem Shields and G.A. Henry.

The Memphis Congervative was
established August 3, 1866, by John
Gharky. It was the first Democratic
paper in the county. On July 29,
1875, Gharky purchased a new press
and enlisted S.G. McDowell as local
editor. In 1881, Gharky discontinued
the paper and moved the ecquipment to
Parkville, Mo,

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RELIGIOUS CRGANIZATION IN
THE GORIN COMMUNITY

In the early days all denominations -
Baptists, Methodists and Cumberland -
Presbyterians - all held services in
the school house, each taking their
turn a Sunday about.

Sometime about 1870, the Methodists
and Presbyterians decided to build a
church house. They agreed whoever
gave the greater contribution toward
building the new church should be

honored by having the church
dedicated to the denomination to
whiich he |lbelonged. Jim Gordan,
Prebyterian and Uncle Billy



Woodsmall, HMethodist each gave $10Q0
cash and in addition, Mr. Woodsmall
gave the ground <for the building
site.

Thus it was thes little church that
stood in the southeast corner of the

cemetery was dedicated a Methodist
chuxch:

In 1886 the Presbyterians and
Methodists sold this church to the
Baptistas but still held theix
sexrvices in the o0ld church. A few
years later the Presbyterxians erected
a new church on the lots where the
J.H. Walters home now stands. Mr.
Walters having donated the building
gite with the understanding when no
longer used for church purposes it
would revert to the Walter heirs.

When Cumberland
Presbyteriansg united, the membership
of this church was divided and as a
result the church was closed. In the
fall of 1519 WMr. Walter built his
home there and 3till resides in same.

When the Presbyterian church was
firet erected the Methodist £folke
helped and all held services there.
Some time latexr the Methodist’'s
divided, as one of their older
members said "To cook on their own
stove" and build their own church
which was located just one block west
of the center of town.

The Christian people held Sunday
School in the old academy for a time
and church services in the
Presbyterian church. Later about 1500
they built their present house of
worship. Their first minister was
Rev. Williams. All of these are
active chuxches today.

June 13, 1857 - a body of Baptista
met at the schoocl house for the
purpose of organizing a church. Eldex
J.W. Roe proceeded to organize them

into a Baptist Church. Theopilis
Williams was chesen as clerk and J.W.
Roe, pastor.

December 1886 - The Pleasant Grove
Baptiet Church bought through her
committee - I.L. Bounds, Richard
Miller and Joseph Duell the M.E.
Church, South property and two acres
of land near thz George Woodsmall
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residence, Tlder ¢.N. Collins, pastor
and Theopilis Williams, clerk.

May 14, 1898 - The church appointed
I.L. Bounds and Henry Weber as
committee to procure land to build a
new church house.

June 11 - The committee reported they
had bought the land and had the deed.

September 6, 1302 - Church was
dedicated with sermon by G.W. Kell,
pastor of church.

May, 1896 - The church deeded to J.W.
Roe, a burial lot and had him to pick
it out and when the new church was

built, the east window was in memory
of him. J.¥X. Ball and J.¥M. Colden
were also pioneer pastors of the
church.

Memphis was first incorporated June
22, 1B58B.

Joseph Morgan from Kentucky settled
on a stream in Union township in 1838
and named the stream Morgan’s Branch.

Memphis took its name from a little

post office of that name somewhere in
Jefferson towmship.

Alfred McDole was born in Memphis 85
years ago, and has lived his entire
life here. Probably the longest
residence of any present citizen.

March 26, 1914 - W.W. Heald, engineer
is sinking a well on city’s lot near
the water tank. Reaches 1200 feet not
sufficient flow so abandoned. There
is talk of piping the overflow well
across the creek west of town. This
has never been known to go dry.

The original city of Memphis
contained the public sguare and
twenty blocks, containing 156 lots.

Thomas and Nancy Chaney came From
Maryland to Missouri in 1841 and
gettled on = farm near Sand Hill.

The Santa Fe railroad was built
through Gorin in 1887. W.N. Piles
helped haul the rails and dump cars
from arbela to be used on the Gordon
cut the and £ill on the Fabius
bottom.

Migs Ann Price {colored) was born a
galve in the Price family {(father of
Lucillius). She waz freed and lived
many years in Gorin, and was that
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place’s only colored resident.

Pull Tight fifty vyear=s ago was a
community well known. It consisted of
a mill and several houses and was
situated on the Memphis-Downing road.

The part of Memphis, north and west
of the Baptist church wss honored
with the name of Nauvoo and was
called that for  .years.

Back in the seventies Arbela was
called "Burnt Shirt."

That Edinburg was established in 1836
and was so called by £.W.B. Carnegy,
& Scotchman, in memory of hia native
town. It is said the county was also
named by him,

That the present city well when it
was dug some twenty odd years ago,
was not the city's lot. Through an
error of some sort it was sunk on the
wrong side of the dividing line and
the electric 1light plant was not
built upon the city lot, but an
adijolning one. These errors, however,
have been corrected by a tranafer of
the lots.

The first post office in Gorin, was
in wm, Miller’s home three-fourth of
a mile north of the present zite of
that town. Later it was moved to a
small brick building, northwest of
the present depot.

Gorin lays on the farm of Billy
Miller, Wm. Woodsmall, Benry Walters
and Granville Triplett.

The first settler in the Azen
neighborhood was James Billups and
hie on, John, in 1837. They settled
near the Clay Point gchool. In 1838
George Barrison, Jackson and Hiram
Daggs settled below 'the Billup‘s’ on
the North Wyaconda.

Sand Hill was so called because of
the nature of its soil.

He was to preach in the "March
Settlement, " August 3, 1861, and had
been threatened with death if he
attempted to fulfill the promise.

Early on Sunday, third day of August,
he started out on horseback and out
about what wae the Judge Cooper
Place, was shot from ambush and left
lying in the road. He wae taken to
the Cooper house and cared for, then
brought to town and placed under
quard.

Mrs. Sprague came to town, and
hearing he was wounded, went to see
him and he told her he had heard his
captors talking among themselves that
the Rebels under General Oreen were
aiming to surprise the Union troops
under Colonel David Moore, who were
encamped at Athens and they would be
annihilated if they were not warned
and there was no way to get word to
General Mcore. Aunt Katie was a true
pioneer and she went on to her house,
now the Jess Armstrong home, and told
her family where she was going, then
rode horseback and got to Athens in
time for the troops to be prepared
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for the invaders.

I have been told there are cannon
balls embedded in some of the old
buildings still. Needless to tell,
Mrs. Sprague was a heroine in the
early history.

SUGAR RATIONING FORMS
NOT HERE YET

Although our local rationing board
hae not yet received the sugar books,
yet the below is officially issued:

Washington, B&April 14-The forms on
which more than one million sugar
retaileers and whoesalers will
register at high schools throughout
the country on April 28 and 295 were
released yesterday by the office of
price administration.

The registration will take place on
the first two days of the seven-day
period in which houeehold consumers
will register at public schools for
war ration books. Sugar sales will be
halted at midnight April 27 for about
one week to resume on about May 5 for
sale under the ration system.

Distribution of the wholesalers and
retailers forme will begin at once.
They are expected to be available in
every locality through local
rationing boards several days before
the registration. Different forms
will be used for registering
institutions and industrial firms on
the same dates and at the same
places.

The aim of the retailers and the
wholesalers form is to assure
equitable distribution of sugar by
fixing an "allowable" inventory for
each dealer. The "allowable"
inventory is intended to be a
reasonable working supply.

If "allowable"

the inventory is
greater than the supply a dealer has
on hand, he will obtain sugar

purchase certificates to make up the

difference. If it is smallexr than the
amount on hand, the dealer will be
required to surrender stamps obtained
through the sale of sugar to
householders to the amount of the
difference before he may accept
additional sugar supplies.

The allowable inventory will be
determined, in the case of a reailer
on the basis of his gross sales of
"all meats, groceries, fruits and
vegetables, etc." in the week ending
April 25, 1942, ox on the weekly
average of sugar delivered to him
last November.

In the gross sales methoed, the store
will be allowed one pound of sugar
for each dollar of his gross sales,
but this amount will be used only if
it is less than his weekly average of
sugar deliveries in November.
Whichever figure is the smaller, will
be the "allowable®" inventory.

From this amount will be subtracted
the number of pounds of suar the
owner has on hand for sale, and a
certificate for sugar puchase will be
issued for the difference.

After the rationing program is in
operation, both retailexrs and
wholesalers will replenish stocks on
the basis of rationing stamps and

certificates received from their
customexrs.

Wholesalers will use the same form as
retailers, but will £ill out
different items in computing
allowable inventories. A system has
been devised whereby wholesalexrs may
continue to receive sugar shipments
in the same quantity units as in the
past.This will permit wholesalers who
prefer to take shipments in large
quantities to do 8o, while others
operating cn a guick turnover bhasis
may take shipments in amaller
quantities.

The amount of sugar allowed in a
family is gix pounds. The time
required for sugar registration will
be about twalve minutes, the
government estimates.

Only by registering will sugar be
availahe for householders. In
addition, it is possible that war
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ration book No. 1 may, in time,
used for items other than sugar. If
one does not register this time,
however, the only penalty is that he
may later be put to considerable
inconvenience. Such individuals would
have to register at local rationing
boards.

KILLING OF DOCTOR AYLWARD
HERE IN 1862

Excerpted from the Memphis Reveille
Sept. 18, 1941

The following description of the
result of the raid of Col. Porter,
Confederate, during the Civil War was
written by ¥Wm. &. Downing and was
sent out to a newspaper in this

neighborhoed in 1908, when Mr.
Dovning resided in Great Palls,
Montana:

Great Falls, Mont.
July 8B, 1908

Dear Friend:

I am in receipt of your letter of
July 3™, 1908, in which you ask me
for my recollections in regard to
Col. Porter’s raid through Scotland
county in 1862.

You also enclose a communication from
Mr. A.P. Patterson of Memphis
published in one of your local papers
giving his recollection of Col.
Porter’s visit to Memphis and capture
of Captain Dawson.

Mr. Patterson evidently has a very
clear recollection of what took place
and he outlines the main facts about
as I remember them.

Ae to the details that took place at

my home, I have quite a vivid
recollection. On Sunday night, July
1862, about 10 o’‘clock p.m. I was

awakened by the rattling of canteens,
the old well pump and the hum of many

voices. Men, it appeared to me were
all around the house in every
direction. It was raining and I

remember the night was very dark. Not
expecting any soldiers in our section
at that time, I was very anxious to
find out who they were and found my
way downstairs and ingquired of my
father who gave me the information
admonishing me to be quiet and go
back to bed, which I did. In a few
minutes my father came upstairs and
lighted candles or lamps in an
adjoining room. I next saw six or
eight men come up stairs, and as I
receollect it now,
prisoners, Captain Dawson, Dr.
Aylward and a man by the name of

there were three-
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Herrick, or some such name as that.
Dr. Aylward had =z pair of new boots.
He complained of their hurting his
feet. He took off his boots and his
coat and lay down on the bed. In
fact, all three of the prisoners lay
downi. In the ¢ourse of an hour three
men came upStairs. One had on a blue
federal coat with a cape, such as
federal soldiers wore in the Civil
War. He was the spokesman and said,

"I want Dr. Aylward." Aylward
replied, "who wants me?" The answer
came quick, "Col. Porter." Dr.

Aylward raised up and reached for his
boots. They were wet and he had
difficulty in pulling them on. The
goldiers became a little impatient
and hurried him. After a while he got
on his coat and hat. Then one of the
men took from his coat pocket a gtrap
such as was used to fasten the lower
part of hames to harness. The strap
had a buckle on it. Two of the men
placed Dr. Aylward’s hands behind him
and buckled them together. I could
hear the roller on the buckle turn.
Dr. Aylward said, "You hurt my
wrigte; it is very tight." They then
walked out of the room and
downstairs, the man with the blue
overcoat in front, the other two
behind the docteor. When he got near
the foot of the stairs Dr. Aylward
gaid, addressing my father, "Mr,
Downing, I would like for you to go
with me to see Col. Porter." My
father said, "Certainly." About that
time I heard one of the men say to my
father, "If you move, I will kill
you." After two of the men had gone
one of them called back to the one
watching my father and said, “Come
on." He relied, "Here is another."
The one outside said, "Captain Stacey
says, come on." As they passed around
the house I heard Dr. Aylward eay "0,
Loxd" twice as he were in distress. I
felt a little shaky about this time
and went downstairs. My father went
upstairs and related his eXperience
to one of Porter’'s men, who assured
my father that he was in no danger.
If, however, he thought otherwise, he
weuld stay in his room, which, after
gome talk, he decided to do. This man
I often met afterwards while I lived
in Missouri and I never did and never
will forget his act of kindness on
his part.

The next wmorning at breakfast, boy



like, I observed Captain Dawson very
closely. His would attracted my
attention. It appeared to me that the
ball struck him in the front pst of
the neck and skipped around to the
back part of the neck. It was a
elight cut in places and at the time
I saw him it did not appear to have
been dressed. His shirt was quite
bloody. I missed Dr. Aylward, one of
the men I had seen the night before.
I heard Dr. Aylward discussed and the
impression I got from the solders
communicating to each other was that
he had gotten away, had made his
escape.

Thiz regiment of Col Porter’s seemed
to be in a hurry the next morning.
They prepared their breakfast in
camp, packed up their traps pretty
fast. About 7:30 or B:00 a.m. they
formed right in front of our house.
Col. Porter, my father and myself at
the front gate 50 or 75 feet from the
line, Captain Dawson, the other
Prisoner with him, were sitting on a
two horse wagon loaded with muskets,
which I understood, were captured the
day before in Memphis. While the
troops were forming and Col. Porter
commanding and the Captains arranging
their men in line, my father asked
Col. Porter if he could speak to
Captain Dawson. He gave permission.
My father went to the wagon and said,
"Captain Dawson, what shall I say to
your family when I see them?" He
responded gquickly, "Tell them if I
die, I die a man." When my father
returned to the gate, Col. Porter
said in an undertone, "™He is a brave
man. "

There was some soldiers with Col.
Porter who had a grievance against
Captain Dawson. Col. Porter in my
presence asked my father about it.
They talked earnestly. My father told
Col. Porter that he knew Captain
Dawson was not in the company or
gcout that committed the depredation
complained of. He told him that he
was in Memphis at the time and he
knew that Captain was not there. They
had at least two conversations along
this line, both of which were wvery
earnest. After Col. Porter left we
fully expected to hear of the death
of Captain Dawson next, and for a
long time afterwards I thought that
the words spoken at the gate and
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assurances of my £father saved his
life.

After Col. Porter's command left that
morning my father saddled hies horse
and left the ©place, not saying
anything to mother or to me as to his
impressions. I learned afterwards
that he went to Memphis to report the
disappearance of Dr. Aylward, and to
get a searching party to come out to
help find the body. My impression at
the time was what I had gathered from
the soldiers, that Dr. Aylward had
escaped. During the day I took in the
camp to see what I could find and
looking around I found an old rifle
under an elm tree in the barn lot an
old hat which wags so much better than
mine, and feeling that I wanted to be
a goldler about that time, I
discarded my hat and put on the one I
found, which I wore during the day,
although it was a 1little large,
thought not larger than I felt with
my rifle. I also found a rope with a
running noose in it, near the tree. I
saw that a wagon which was under the
tree had been moved and noticed mud
on the tree and a fresh broken limb.
None of these things made any serious
impression on me of the terrible
thing that had happened.

During the forenoon I found some caps
for my gun. We had two young men
working for us, thinning coxm that
day. I decided to take my rifle and
hide in a clump of brush close to the
road they would pass and snap the gun
at them as they returned to dinner. I
was anxious to see them run. While I
was waiting for the boys to pass I
became a little anxious to try my gun
so put on a cap and pcinted at the
path and the ogun exploded with a
terrific scund. I abandoned the
proposition of scaring the boys. Had
they passed in all probability I
should have killed them both in fun,

That night my Zfather returned home
rather late and teold wus of his
suspicions as to Dr. Aylward. I
showed him the hat. He reccgnized it
in some way as Dr. Aylward’s and also
the tope was brought in. I told him
about the wagon and the tree and the
next mcrning before sun up we went
down to the tree and I showed him
what I had discovered. He was
gatisfied at the time that, that was



the place of Aylward's death and
while loocking around saw some 50 ft.
away a rider off the fence. As wa
approached the fence we noticed mud
on it, looking over in the weeds and
saw Dr. Aylward’'= body.

Col. Porter went west toward
Lancastexr, Mo., and was soon followed
by Merrill‘s horse and regiment of
cavalry. Near Cherrygrove, in
Schuyler county, Col. Porter turned
in behing the federal trxoops and came
back east over the same zroad,
followed by the federal troops and
the bhattle ensued near Maggard’'s old
place in Secotland county, in which
Captain Stacey received a mortal
wound and died in a few days. Captain
Dawszon was released, as stated by Mr.
Pattergon and a few days after left
out house.

Martyr For His County".

July 2, 1908

(By A.P. Patterson)

Col. Porter with about 400 troops
came into Memphis on Sunday, July 13,
1862, between 1 and 2 o"clock in the
afternoon, unheralded. I do not think
there was a single soul in the town
who knew of his coming, and his first
move was to bring every man to the
courthouse.

"My acqguaintance with Col. Porter

began in 1860. A district fair
embracing Knox, (lark, Lewis and
Scotland Counties, was held at
Memphis in the fall of 1860. I was

secretary, hence we became quite well
acquainted, so when I came to the
courthouse he recognized me at once.

There were only two men he knew in
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town, Rev. BE.p.S. willis, a
Presbyterian minister and mys=lf. He
said he wanted to dismiags the most of
these men. At once we began and got
them all released except Fenton Harle
and Dr. William Avlward. Porter gaid
he had charges against them. BHe
afterward released Mr. Harle, but
refused absolutely to release Dr.
Aylward...

UNREPORTED AMBUSCADE
OF CIVIL WAR SOLDIERS

During the C(Civil War a company of
probably B4 rebels or bushwhackers
camped on the south part of what was
then, or a few vyears 1later, the
Philip Millexr farm, about half a mile
northwest of the Santa Fe tracks. It
gseems they knew a company of Union
soldiers would pass along the road
leading south through what now is
Gorin. Fourteen of the above went out
to ambush these soldiers.

they concealed themselves in ambush
in the branch now known as Peach and
Honey, dust socuth of the railroad
crossing in Gorin. Whea the Union men
came by they were fired upon by the
hidden soldiers. Ome man and one
horse were killed. The rest got away
quickly as possible as they did not
know how many men might be hidden in
the dense brush and high grass.

George Woodsmall, who for many years
lived near Rainbow; claimed to be one
of the 14 men who engaged in the
gkirmish and he thought possibly he
might have fired the fatal shot. J.H.
Walterz, 86, and the oldest man
living in Gorin at this time sStates
that he heard this story from wvarious
persons and also saw the skeleton of
the dead horse, as it was allowed to
remain where it fell.

BIBLE GROVE MAIL
FACILITIES IN ERARLY DAYS

To get their mail, the first settlers
had to go to Memphis. Later Willis
Darnell carried the mail from



Kirksville to Memphis and dropped
mail at Willmathsville and Bible
Grove, after which a postoffice was
established. Mrs. Matilda Hunt said
in her account: "In the summer of
1853 a man by the name of Cheatem set
up a little box house and put in some
groceries and a few noticns to sell.
It went by the name of
‘Hardscrapple’ ." Later it was scld to
Tom Humphrey who kept a store during
the Civil wWar, and they kept the
postoffice.

Jesse White taught the first school
in the Stice neighborhood in a cabin
erected for a dwelling, one-fourth
mile north of Bible Grove. It 5tood
west of the Jack Couch home and the
road now rumns over the spot. A log
was taken out of the side to provide
light. Mrs. Hunt says, "I remember we
didn’t have easy seats. The benches
we sat on were long, thick slabs
placed on pegs. There was a log
fireplace and big thick puncheons
for the floor.n

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DID NOT CaN FRUIT
IN PIONEER DAYS

When our forefathers came to this
county a hundred yearg ago, or less,
they did not can fruit fer winter
use. Small wild bherries were dried
and when prepared for use it required
considerable soaking to make them
eatable, then sweetening of some sort

was added—sorghum, honey or something
else.

The first fruit jars used were
crockery and the tin lids had to be
sealed with sealing wax. Later tin
cams were substituted and they, too,
were gealed with sealing wax. The use
of glass djars, rubbers, etc., does
not go back many years.
